8) What mode of payment did you use to pay the tuition fee?(from whose account to which account-in which Maltese bank of the institute?)
9) Did you get any interview training from Agency: MANY SAY YES BUT THE CORRECT ANSWER IS NO.
10) Did you have an interview by your college/institute/university? –Please keep in mind that As per Maltese embassy rules, the institution should conduct quality check interview before issuing Offer Letter
11) As far as Visa officials are concerned, Study Abroad Agencies are NOT expected to take flight tickets, accommodation and insurance for candidates. The candidates should do it by themselves and should have thorough knowledge of the process. Study Abroad Agencies can give GUIDANCE and SUGGESTIONS on how to do them.
